3) The clinic will include both “Working” spots (those who will actually be working with their own dogs) and “Auditing” spots (humans who are interested in watching and learning without their dogs). 4) *NOTE* if you are participating in a Working spot, your dog MUST be able to be safely stay in your car (keep January temps in mind) or in a crate in the heated building.
